‘With this first Sunday of Advent a 
new liturgical year begins: the People 
of God begin again on the way to liv-
ing the mystery of Christ in history. 
Christ is the same yesterday, today 
and forever; history, instead, changes 

and requires constant evangelization; it needs to be 
renewed from within and the only true novelty is 
Christ: he is its fulfilment, the luminous future of hu-
manity and of the world.
