The Trudeau Government - Abortion Absolutists - Im-
poses its Will over the Conscientious and Religious Free-
dom of Canadians

The Canada Summer Jobs Program Fiasco is the latest exam-
ple of the Trudeau government’s abortion absolutism and actu-
ally serves to reveal its constitutional incompetence as applied
to all Canadians.

Previously the Prime Minister made it clear that there was no
place for prolife Canadians in the Liberal Party of Canada,
stipulating that such individuals could not run for office within
that party.

The revised application process for the 2018 Canadian Sum-
mer Jobs Program takes the fundamentalism further. To be
eligible to participate, prospective employers largely charities
and non-profit agencies, must attest that “the core mandate of
the organization” respect “reproductive rights and the right to
be free from discrimination on the basis of sex, religion, race,
national or ethnic origin, colour, mental or physical disability,
sexual orientation or gender identity or expression.” The docu-
ment is explicit included under “reproductive rights” is “the right
to access safe and legal abortions.”

The idea that the “right to safe and legal abortions” is a funda-
mental right is a belief of the current ruling party.

Truth is that no such right is part of either the Charter of Rights
and Freedoms or of case law. Access to abortion is a position
which is not supported by a majority of Canadians. Six in 10
Canadians support protection for the unborn at some stage of
pregnancy.

Based on the government’s newly proclaimed policy, it is not
enough that employers respect and observe the laws of Can-
ada, they must affirm loyalty to a set of values which they may
find deeply wrong.

Any Catholic individual or organization, which professes fidelity
to the teachings of the church, cannot make this affirmation,
and is thereby excluded from a program which should be open
to all law abiding organizations. A firm and principled rejec-
tion of abortion is inseparable from an adherence to the Catho-
lic faith. Moreover, it recognizes the humanity of all of us, as
we were once all unborn children, with separate DNA codes
from our parents, as recent work in neonatology advises us.

The Prime Minister’s position at “drawing a line” on prolife posi-
tions is unacceptable. It suggests that in order to receive gov-
ernment benefits, compliance with the government’s position is
required.

Canadians of all faiths must recognize what is at stake. Catho-
lic Civil Rights League (www.ccrl.ca) assists in helping better
understand Catholic teachings.
