TO STICK WITH JESUS’

‘Today's first gospel reading relates the
story of Christ's entry into Jerusalem, and
its second takes us on a much shorter jour-
ney, to the Place of the Skull. This last
journey is much shorter, but so much
harder. It is, perhaps, too hard to stomach
for many people today.

‘We, however, are those who have decided
to stick with Jesus as it all gets a lot
harder, a lot grimmer. We have stayed be-
cause, if we read St. Mark's Gospel care-
fully, we see all sorts of places where what happens in the Passion,
where what Jesus says as he goes to his horrific death, harks back
to that long block of teaching that he uttered as he walked to Jerusa-
lem. Or, to be more precise, we realise that as we listened to Christ
teaching us on that journey, we were all the time walking in the long
shadow of the Cross. It is only by going with Jesus all the way to the
Cross that his teaching really makes any sense. Because it is in his
Passion and his Cross that Jesus lives out his own teaching, show-
ing us what a true disciple's life must be like.

‘We stay with Jesus to this bitter end because he doesn't say 'Follow
me' but 'Take up your Cross and follow me."'

Easter ITriduum

What is the Triduum and when does Lent end? Lent ends on
Holy Thursday. Holy Thursday evening through Easter Sunday is the
three day period called the Triduum where we remember Christ’s
passion, death and resurrection.

What is Holy Thursday? It is at this special celebration that we
remember and celebrate Jesus’ gift of the Eucharist. It is the night
when we renew our mandate to serve one another in the washing of
the feet, which first took place at the Last Supper.

What is Good Friday? Good Friday is the day that we recognize as
the day that Jesus died on the cross.

What is Holy Saturday? Commemorates the period where Jesus’
body lay in the tomb. Easter begins with the Easter Vigil — during
these services, catechumens (those preparing to join the Catholic
Church) are baptized and brought into full Communion with the
Catholic Church.

What is Easter Sunday and how does it differ from the Easter
Season? Easter Sunday is the day when Catholics celebrate Christ’s
resurrection from the dead. The Easter Season totals 50 days - Easter
Sunday to Pentecost Sunday. The Easter Season is a time for reflec-
tion on and deepening of our awareness of the mysteries prepared for
in Lent and celebrated at the Triduum.
