‘The manifestation of the Lord’ 
 
‘Through the Incarnation, the generos-
ity and mercy of God have finally ap-
peared among us - in the life of one 
who is the very expression of the Fa-
ther's greatness.  And so, from earliest 
times the Church's Christmas celebra-
tion has made reference to the Epiph-

any, or "Manifestation" of the Lord – symbolised in the story of to-
day's gospel. 
  
‘The story is filled with symbolic meaning.  The Magi represent the 
nations of the earth finding the Saviour of the world – in contrast to 
the scribes of Israel, familiar with the scriptures but not recognising 
their fulfilment; the gifts of the Magi are symbolic of the world's 
confession of faith in Christ – gold for royalty, frankincense for 
priesthood, myrrh for the one who is to die; notoriously ruthless 
Herod reminds us of earthly powers that obstruct the designs of 
God.  We should note, especially, the significance of the words, 
"going in they saw the child with his mother, Mary".  
  
‘While Luke's narrative of Christ's conception and birth has Mary as 
its central figure, Matthew's account of the virgin birth is centred on 
Joseph.  The words we have quoted, 
however, reflect the importance al-
ready given to Mary in the commu-
nity that gave us Matthew's gospel.’
