Planning ahead for Christmas

ARCHDIOCESE OF TORONTO MESSAGE

(The information below was sent to all parishes by the Archdiocese of Toronto to

be observed when planning masses for Christmas and New Year’s)

Christmas and New Year’s Day fall on Saturday in the coming Christmas
Season. In order to give relief to the parish clergy, the following norms
are in effect throughout the Archdiocese to regulate the Christmas
schedule of Masses:

CHRISTMAS
¢ No Mass should be scheduled on Saturday, December 25th after 2:00

p.m. The Saturday evening Masses, which anticipate Sunday, are to be
suppressed.

e Parish priests, particularly those that serve various language groups
and will have difficulty serving their groups because of no Mass being
celebrated after 2:00 p.m. on December 25th, should consult their re-
gional bishop as soon as possible about any foreseen difficulties.

¢ No confessions are to be scheduled on December 25th or January 1st.

NEW YEAR’S DAY
e The obligatory Feast of Our Lady, Mother of God, may be anticipated

on Friday, December 31st beginning no earlier than 4:00 p.m.

e You are, once again, to suppress all Masses on Saturday afternoon and
evening January 1st that would anticipate Sunday, January 2, 2022.

e No Mass may begin on New Year’s Day after 12 noon.

These norms, which have been employed in the past, proved to be of as-
sistance to the clergy. I encourage you to publish them well in advance
and on a number of occasions. I trust that their use will benefit your li-
turgical celebrations.

IMPORTANT MESSAGE FOR ALL PRINCE OF PEACE VOLUNTEERS

Under the Accessibility for Ontarians with Disabilities Act (2005), the Archdiocese of Toronto,
is required to train all existing and new volunteers, on the accessibility law requirements
(including AODA and the Ontario Human Rights Code), that apply to their duties and our organ-
ization, to serve customers of all abilities. They also keep and maintain a record of when train-
ing is provided, including dates and the number of individuals trained, by having the volunteers
complete the SurveyMonkey at the end of their online training. Please, as soon as you can, re-
fer to the Communication for Parish Volunteers re: Accessibility for Ontarians with Disabilities
Act (AODA) page in this bulletin and complete your training. Thank you.




Strengthening Our Caring Com-
munity was mandated by the Car-
dinal over 20 years ago as part of
the larger Archdiocesan Safe En-
vironment policy, implemented
for the safety and care of our
community and all who partici-
pate and engage in our parishes
and programs. All volunteers are
required to comply with this pro-
gram which is implemented and
managed by the Archdiocese Vol-
unteer Screening Department and
administered  through  each
Parish's Volunteer Screening Co-
ordinator and Screening Commit-
tee.

Ministry positions are assigned a
“High” or “General” risk level
based on responsibility, govern-
ment laws and regulations, partic-
ipant vulnerability, and volunteer
exposure to which the volunteer
screening process directly sup-
ports. Outlined below is an over-
view of the mandatory screening
steps that all applicants must suc-
cessfully complete and commit to,
before they can be accepted into
(or continue in) ministry and be-
come an active Archdiocese/
Parish volunteer.

Statement of Apology by
the Catholic Bishops of Canada to
the Indigenous Peoples of This Land

We, the Catholic Bishops of Canada, gathered in Plenary this
week, take this opportunity to affirm to you, the Indigenous Peoples
of this land, that we acknowledge the suffering experienced in Canada’s
Indian Residential Schools. Many Catholic religious communities and
dioceses participated in this system, which led to the suppression of Indigenous
languages, culture and spirituality, failing to respect the rich history, traditions
and wisdom of Indigenous Peoples. We acknowledge the grave abuses that were
committed by some members of our Catholic community; physical, psychological,
emotional, spiritual, cultural, and sexual. Wealso sorrowfully acknowledge the historical
and ongoing trauma and the legacy of suffering and challenges faced by Indigenous
Peoples that continue to this day. Along with those Catholic entities which were directly
involved in the operation of the schools and which have already offered their own heartfelt
apologies', we?, the Catholic Bishops of Canada, express our profound remorse and apologize
unequivocally.

We are fully committed to the process of healing and reconciliation. Together with the many
pastoral initiatives already underway in dioceses across the country, and as a further tangible
expression of this ongolng commitment, we are pledging to undertake fundraising in each region
of the country to suppert initiatives discerned locally with Indigenous partners. Furthermaore, we
invite the Indigenous Peoples to journey with us into a new era of reconciliation, helping us in each
of our dioceses across the country to prioritize initiatives of healing, to listen to the experience of
Indigenous Peoples, especially to the survivors of Indian Residential Schools, and to educate our
clergy, consecrated men and women, and lay faithful, on Indigenous cultures and spirituality. We
commit ourselves to continue the work of providing documentation or records that will assist in the
memaorkalization of those buried in unmarked graves.

Having heard the requests to engage Pope Francis in this reconciliation process, a delegation of
Indigenous survivors, Elders/knowledge keepers, and youth will meet with the Holy Father in Rome

in December 2021. Pope Francis will encounter and listen to the Indigenous participants, so as to
discern how he can support our common desire to renew relationships and walk together along the
path of hope in the coming years. We pledge to work with the Holy See and our Indigenous partners
on the possibility of a pastoral visit by the Pope to Canada as part of this healing journey.

We commit ourselves to continue accompanying you, the First Nations, Métis and Inunit Peoples
of this land. Standing in respect of your resiliency, strength and wisdom, we look forward to
listening to and learning from you as we walk in solidarity.
