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OFFICE MAILBOX WARNING 
We have had an in-
creasing number of in-

SOUND SYSTEM UPDATE 
As we have shared 
with everyone, we 
have begun the instal-
lation of our new 
sound system. So far 

we have replaced two microphones 
that are currently used by both 
priests and they have already made 
a difference, but once all micro-
phones are installed we will see 
more improvements. We also have 
installed all the wiring in the church 
for the new speakers that will signif-
icantly change the sound in our 
church. We are very pleased to in-
form everyone that the remaining 
equipment will be installed in early 
November. We will need to suspend 
the masses for three full days to al-
low for this work to be completed, 
so please be advised that on No-
vember 3, 4 and 5, the church will 
be off limits to allow for this work 
to be completed. We hope that this 

interruption will be well worth it. 
Therefore, masses for these three 
days will be celebrated privately by 
our priests. We appreciate your un-
derstanding.  

BUILDING COMMITTEE 
Our parish is cur-
rently establishing a 
Building Committee 
to advise the Finance 
Council with Proper-
ty matters. This is an 
advisory committee, and it requires 
that its members have professional 
backgrounds such as architects, 
structural engineers, real estate 
agents, property managers, etc. Just 
like your home, maintaining and im-
proving our building and facilities is 
an ongoing process, we are  looking 
for a few parishioners who would 
like to sit on our new Building Com-
mittee. Those of you who have a 
background in engineering or gen-
eral building construction concepts 
are especially encouraged to apply. 
However, a general interest in the 
welfare of our church property is ok 
too. The committee will be meeting 
on an as needed basis. A minimum 
of 4 times a year to a maximum of 
12 times a year, depending on what 
work we may have ongoing. If you

Planning ahead for Christmas 
ARCHDIOCESE OF TORONTO MESSAGE 

(The information below was sent to all parishes by the Archdiocese of Toronto to 

be observed when planning masses for Christmas and New Year’s) 

Christmas and New Year’s Day fall on Saturday in the coming Christmas 

Season. In order to give relief to the parish clergy, the following norms 

are in effect throughout the Archdiocese to regulate the Christmas 

schedule of Masses:  

CHRISTMAS 
• No Mass should be scheduled on Saturday, December 25th after 2:00 

p.m. The Saturday evening Masses, which anticipate Sunday, are to be 

suppressed.  

• Parish priests, particularly those that serve various language groups 

and will have difficulty serving their groups because of no Mass being 

celebrated after 2:00 p.m. on December 25th, should consult their re-

gional bishop as soon as possible about any foreseen difficulties.  

• No confessions are to be scheduled on December 25th or January 1st.  

NEW YEAR’S DAY 
• The obligatory Feast of Our Lady, Mother of God, may be anticipated 

on Friday, December 31st beginning no earlier than 4:00 p.m.  

• You are, once again, to suppress all Masses on Saturday afternoon and 

evening January 1st that would anticipate Sunday, January 2, 2022.  

• No Mass may begin on New Year’s Day after 12 noon.  

These norms, which have been employed in the past, proved to be of as-

sistance to the clergy. I encourage you to publish them well in advance 

and on a number of occasions. I trust that their use will benefit your li-

turgical celebrations.

UNREGISTERED VOLUNTEERS 
We remind all 
volunteers 
that being a 
Registered Pa-
rishioner is a 
requirement to be a vol-
unteer in any parish. Our 
records show that a great 
number of volunteers are 
not registered parishion-
ers. Filling out volunteers 
forms does not imply reg-
istration. If you currently 
do not have an assigned 
envelope number, there is 
a very good chance that 
you are not registered in 
the parish. Please call the 
parish office to find out 
how you can correct this. 
Part of the administration 
of Volunteer Screening 
involves having your in-
formation in our system. 
Please help us run this 
program effectively for 
the protection of all in our 
parish.  

Strengthening Our Caring Com-
munity was mandated by the Car-
dinal over 20 years ago as part of 
the larger Archdiocesan Safe En-
vironment policy, implemented 
for the safety and care of our 
community and all who partici-
pate and engage in our parishes 
and programs. All volunteers are 
required to comply with this pro-
gram which is implemented and 
managed by the Archdiocese Vol-
unteer Screening Department and 
administered through each 
Parish's Volunteer Screening Co-
ordinator and Screening Commit-
tee.  
Ministry positions are assigned a 
“High” or “General” risk level 
based on responsibility, govern-
ment laws and regulations, partic-
ipant vulnerability, and volunteer 
exposure to which the volunteer 
screening process directly sup-
ports. Outlined below is an over-
view of the mandatory screening 
steps that all applicants must suc-
cessfully complete and commit to, 
before they can be accepted into 
(or continue in) ministry and be-
come an active Archdiocese/
Parish volunteer.

Volunteers usually commit for 
one year, during which time 
there is a probationary period to 
review mutual "best fit", along 
with ongoing training to support 
them in their role, performance 
evaluations, and feedback to re-
view and ensure "best fit" contin-
ually.
