WORSHIP SAFE UPDATE
On January 3, 2022, the
» provincial government
announced that Ontario
moved to a modified Step
2 of the Roadmap to Reopening.
These changes will be in effect up
to and including January 25,
2022. Prince of Peace continues
to maintain capacity restrictions,
distancing of 2 metres (6 feet)
by those not from the same
household and the strict policy of
wearing a mask that always co-
vers nose & mouth at all times
while inside the church. In addi-
tion singing is allowed by the
cantor only and registration to
all weekend Masses is mandatory.

e In light of the highly contagious
Omicron variant, the archdio-
cese  strongly recommends
against congregational singing at
this time. A cantor or small choir
remain acceptable.

e Parishioners not feeling well or
showing symptoms should not
attend Mass at this time.

e Parishioners should not congre-
gate in large groups before or
after Mass, wherever possible.

e Given the increased potential of
positive cases for those who may
have attended church, contact
tracing remains a best practice
(either online registration or self
sign-in). Wherever possible, an e
-mail address provides the fast-
est way to reach large number of

attendees should notification be
required following a positive
case.

e Anyone who attended Mass and
subsequently tested positive
should contact the Parish imme-
diately

all. We will continue to provide
relevant updates as appropriate.

most powerful prayer we have is

the Mass, since the fruits of the

Mass are the very fruits of Jesus'

redemption. For that reason, all

are encouraged to have Masses

offered for loved ones who have

died, or even for the living who

have some need. This is an an-

cient Christian practice, and all

are welcome to make mass inten-

tion requests. However, mass in-

tentions are subject to the Norms

of the Church and as such we are

obligated to follow them. There-

fore:

A Mass intention may be set for

¢ A deceased loved one

¢ A person who is ill or suffering

¢In thanksgiving for a birthday,
anniversary or other special
moment in a person’s life.

¢ In thanksgiving for prayers an-
swered.

An announced Mass intention

cannot be set for:

¢An unknown or private inten-
tion.

¢ A prayer intention that contra-
dicts Catholic moral doctrine.

¢ An intention that includes a “list
of names (each can be a differ-
ent intention).

¢ An intention with wordy expla-
nations that seem to be intend-
ed as information to the com-
munity

The intentions that include more

than one name or complicated

wording will be announced as “for

the intentions of the donor”.

UNREGISTERED VOLUNTEERS
We remind all vol-
unteers that being
a Registered Pa-
rishioner is a re-
quirement to be a volunteer
in any parish.

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Statement of Apology by
the Catholic Bishops of Canada to
the Indigenous Peoples of This Land

We, the Catholic Bishops of Canada, gathered in Plenary this
week, take this opportunity to affirm to you, the Indigenous Peoples
of this land, that we acknowledge the suffering experienced in Canada’s
Indian Residential Schools. Many Catholic religious communities and
dioceses participated in this system, which led to the suppression of Indigenous
languages, culture and spirituality, failing to respect the rich history, traditions
and wisdom of Indigenous Peoples. We acknowledge the grave abuses that were
committed by some members of our Catholic community; physical, psychological,
emotional, spiritual, caltural, and sexual We also sorrowfully acknowledge the historical
and ongoing trauma and the legacy of suffering and challenges faced by Indigenous
Peoples that continue to this day. Along with those Catholic entities which were directly
involved in the operation of the schools and which have already offered their own heartfelt
apologies', we?, the Catholic Bishops of Canada, express our profound remorse and apologize
unequivocally.

We are fully committed to the process of healing and reconciliation. Together with the many
pastoral initlatives already underway in dioceses across the country, and as a further tangible
expression of this ongolng commitment, we are pledging to undertake fundraising in each region
of the country to support initiatives discerned locally with Indigenous partners. Furthermaore, we
invite the Indigenous Peoples to journey with us into a new era of reconciliation, helping us in each
of our dioceses across the country to prioritize initiatives of healing, to listen to the experience of
Indigenous Peoples, especially to the survivors of Indian Residential Schools, and to educate our
clergy, consecrated men and women, and lay faithful, on Indigenous cultures and spirituality. We
commit ourselves to continue the work of providing documentation or records that will assist in the
memaorialization of those buried in unmarked graves.

Having heard the requests to engage Pope Francis in this reconciliation process, a delegation of
Indigenous survivors, Eldersfknowledge keepers, and youth will meet with the Holy Father in Rome
in December 2021. Pope Francis will encounter and listen to the Indigenous participants, so as to
discern how he can support our common desire to renew relationships and walk together along the
path of hope in the coming years. We pledge to work with the Holy See and our Indigenous partners
on the possibility of a pastoral visit by the Pope to Canada as part of this healing journey.

We commit purselves to continue accompanying you, the First Nations, Métis and Inuoit Peoples
of this land. Standing in respect of your resiliency, strength and wisdom, we look forward to
listening to and learning from you as we walk in solidarity.
